Kannur.
* Arakkal Museum &  Kannur International Airport are situated.
3.Wayanad (Nov 1, 1980)
* Located in western ghats with scenic hills,  valleys, and Forests. known for
 its cool climate, lush greenery, and clean air.
*  Banasura Sagar Dam, Edakkal Caves, and Thirunelli Temple are situated in 
Wayanad.
*Main attracted  tourist areas are Banasura Sagar Dam, Kurava Island, and 
Pookode Lake.
4.Kozhikode (January 1, 1957)
*  Known as the city of Spices".
*Beypore is a major trading port in Kozhikode.
* Place where Vasco da Gama landed in 1498, in Kappad.
* Tourist attractions are Kozhikode Beach, Beypore, Kappad Beach,     Thusharagiri waterfalls, Mananchira Square, SM Street.
5.Malappuram (June 16, 1969)
* Known as the" Football capital of Kerala". 
* First Akshya centre in Kerala (Pallikkal).
* Most populated district in Kerala.
* Thunchath Ezhuthachan Malayalam University (Thunchanparamb) is situated in Malappuram.
6.Palakkad (Jan 1, 1957)
* Known as 'gateway of Kerala' due to the Palakkad Gap.
* Called "Rice Bowl of Kerala" because of its vast paddy fields and fertile
 land.
* The blessed Beauty and Tourisms are  Silent valley national park, 
Malampuzha Dam, and garden, Parambikulam wildlife.
7.Thrissur (July 1, 1947)   
* Known as the cultural capital of Kerala.
* Thrissur Pooram:  one of the biggest temple festivals In India, held at
 vadakkunathan Temple.
* Thrissur is known as the "Gold capital of Kerala also.
* Tourist attractions are Athirappally, and vazhachal waterfalls.
* One of the important Krishna temples “Guruvayoor Temple” is situated in     Trissur.
8.Ernakulam (April 1, 1958)
* Cochin International Airport is a major gateway of Kerala.
* Home to historic sites like Fort Kochi, Jew Town, St. Francis Church.
* Tourist places are Cherai Beach, Marine drive, Hill palace and Kumbalangi 
village.
* Kerala High court is at Kochi, Ernakulam.
* Kochi Metro - Kerala's first metro rail service. 
9.Idukki (January 26, 1972)
* Largest district in Kerala.
* Idukki Arch Dam, Asia’s first Arch Dam, is a major source of Hydroelectric power.
* It is part of the western ghats.
* Popular hill stations like Munnar, Vagamon, and Thekkady are situated in Idukki.
10.Kottayam (July 1, 1947)
* Kottayam is called "Akshara Nagari."
* First district in India to achieve 100% literacy (in 1989).
* Known for its serene backwaters, Vembanad lake; Kumarakam 
backwaters.
11.Alappuzha (August 17, 1957)
* Known as Venice of the East due to its extensive canal network.
* Famous for its network of canales, lagoons, and backwaters.
*  Famous in Coir production.
12.Pathanamthitta (Nov 1, 1982)
* Pilgrim capital  of Kerala due to the presence of Sabarimala.
* Known for Aranmula Boat Race, and Aranmula Kannadi.
* Covered with  rivers like, Pamba, Achankovil, and Manimala.
13.Kollam (Nov 1, 1956)
* Cashew capital of the world.
* Gateway to the Ashtamudi backwaters.
14.Thiruvananthapuram (Nov 1,1956 )
* Capital city of Kerala.
* Administrative, political, and cultural center of state.
* Houses the Kerala Legislative Assembly.
* A famous temple is Padmanabhaswamy Temple.
* Home to Technopark, India's first IT park.
* Famous places are Kovalam Beach, Varkala Beach, Ponmudi Hills, Neyyar 
Dam, and Agasthyarkoodam.
